You will need to prepare the following tools and equipment before the start of the course:

A basic sewing kit including dressmaking scissors, un-picker, tape measure, notebook, small scissors or snips, some
sewing threads etc.

You WILL need some scraps of fabric to practice techniques on, and it is always a good idea to have an old (CLEAN)
sheet or duvet cover to use as practice fabric when we come to make a garment.

Will there be additional costs?

You will need to buy a pattern and fabric — but please wait until after the first week of the course so that we can decide
as a group what the course will cover.
