By the end of the course, you will have 
the skills and confidence to decorate windows at home, in your community, or 
even for small business displays.

1. Plan and sketch at least 1 simple festive window design 
2. Apply basic techniques such as outlining, filling, and layering on at least 1 sample 
3. Use paint pens safely and effectively to produce at least 1 window display design
